LAST CHANCE FOR ANIMALS (LCA) STRIVES TO EDUCATE THE PUBLIC
ABOUT ANIMAL CRUELTY AND EXPLOITATION THROUGH WEBSITES,
BROCHURES, EMAIL ALERTS, MAILINGS AND NEWSLETTERS. ALL OF
THESE EDUCATIONAL TOOLS ARE VALUABLE RESOURCES FOR THE
PUBLIC AS THEY CONTAIN INFORMATION ON A VARIETY OF ANIMAL
RIGHTS ISSUES, ENCOURAGE READERS TO TAKE ACTION, AND PROVIDE
AN OPPORTUNITY TO UPDATE MEMBERS ABOUT LCA ACTIVITIES.

THE LCA NEWSLETTER, “FIGHTING CHANCE”, REACHES 65,000 MEMBERS
AND THE MAIN WEBSITE (WWW.LCANIMAL.ORG) RECEIVES OVER 690,000
HITS PER MONTH. LCA’S E-MAIL ACTION ALERTS ASK FOR “CALLS TO
ACTION” FROM MEMBERS ABOUT ISSUES NEEDING URGENT ATTENTION.
MEMBERS ARE E-MAILED INFORMATION AND ASKED TO MAKE A PHONE
CALL OR TO WRITE A FAX OR LETTER TO HELP BRING ABOUT NEEDED
CHANGES FOR ANIMALS.

LCA FOUNDER AND PRESIDENT, CHRIS DEROSE, TRAVELS BOTH IN THE
U.S. AND ABROAD GIVING LECTURES AND EDUCATING THE PUBLIC ABOUT
ANIMAL RIGHTS. HE IS ALSO FREQUENTLY INTERVIEWED FOR
TELEVISION AND RADIO PROGRAMS, NEWSPAPERS AND MAGAZINES,
NATIONALLY AND INTERNATIONALLY. COUNTLESS PEOPLE HAVE READ
OR HEARD ABOUT LCA/CHRIS THROUGH THE 55-60 INTERVIEWS IN 2007.

LOCALLY, LCA AND THE ANIMAL NEWS VAN (ANV), ATTENDS SPECIAL
EVENTS, CONFERENCES, SCHOOLS AND FUNDRASIERS. L.CA’s CUSTOM-
MADE, DONATED ANIMAL NEWS VAN IS EQUIPPED WITH TWO LARGE
PLASMA TELEVISION SCREENS, A SPEAKER SYSTEM AND LED TICKER
TAPE. PARTNERED WITH LCA’s WEBSITE, WWW.ANIMALNEWS.COM, THE
ANV USES THE POWERFUL MEDIUM OF VIDEO TO EDUCATE CITIZENS
ABOUT THE CURRENT CONDITIONS ANIMALS LIVE IN BY SHOWING
INVESTIGATIVE REPORTS AND DISSEMINATING BREAKING NEWS STORIES.
SPECIAL EMPHASIS IS GIVEN TO SCHOOLS, EDUCATING STUDENTS AND
ENCOURAGING THEM TO ADOPT A COMPASSIONATE, CRUELTY-FREE
LIFESTYLE. ATTENDEES AT EACH EVENT RANGE FROM 30-300.




DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAM SERVICE TWO

INVESTIGATIONS:

LCA, OFTEN REFERRED TO AS THE “FBI OF ANIMAL RIGHTS”, IS WIDELY
KNOWN FOR ITS SPECIAL INVESTIGATION UNIT (SIU) THAT CONDUCTS IN-
DEPTH INVESTIGATIONS TO EXPOSE HORRIBLE CRUELTY AND MISUSE OF
ANIMALS. THE SIU TEAM FOCUSES ON VALIDATING INFORMATION,
DETECTING SUSPECT ACTIVITY, EXPOSING ILLEGAL OR UNETHICAL
ACTIVITIES AND REPORTING THEM TO LOCAL, STATE AND FEDERAL
AUTHORITIES FOR PROSECUTION. THE INFORMATION OBTAINED IN LCA’S
INVESTIGATIONS IS USED TO DEVELOP CAMPAIGNS, PROVIDE
GRASSROOTS EDUCATION AND OUTREACH TO THE PUBLIC, AND TO HELP
IN DRAFTING LEGISLATION THAT WILL BRING LASTING CHANGES FOR
THE ANIMALS. THE SCOPE OF LCA’S INVESTIGATIONS INCLUDES, BUT IS
NOT LIMITED TO: PET THEFT, CLASS “B” DEALERS, PUPPY MILLS, POUND
SEIZURE, CIRCUS CRUELTY, ELEPHANTS IN CAPTIVITY, VIVISECTION AND
PHARMACEUTICALS MANUFACTURED FROM THE DEMISE OF ANIMALS.

PET THEFT AND CLASS "B" DEALERS ARE A MAJOR FOCUS OF LCA. THE SIU
CONTINUES TO GATHER DOCUMENTATION TO EXPOSE USDA-LICENSED
CLASS “B” DEALERS NATIONWIDE FOR THEIR ACTIVITIES IN ILLEGALLY
OBTAINING COMPANION ANIMALS TO SELL TO RESEARCH FACILITIES AND
TO EXPOSE THE RAMPANT CRUELTY INFLICTED ON THESE ANIMALS. IN
THE PAST, LCA’S INVESTIGATIONS LED TO THE FIRST SENTENCING OF A
CLASS “B” DEALER TO STATE PRISON. THIS SET THE PRECEDENT FOR
ANIMAL-RELATED CRIMES. THIS WAS THE FIRST TIME ANYONE HAS EVER
BEEN SENTENCED TO STATE PRISON FOR AN ANIMAL-RELATED CRIME. IN
ADDITION, THE SIU’S WORK LED TO THE USDA’S FIRST-TIME REVOCATION
OF A GOVERNMENT-ISSUED CLASS “B” DEALER'S LICENSE, WHICH HAS
RESULTED IN SAVING THE LIVES OF COUNTLESS COMPANION ANIMALS. A
2006 HBO AMERICA UNDERCOVER DOCUMENTARY ON LCA’S GROUND-
BREAKING UNDERCOVER INVESTIGATION OF A CLASS “B” DEALER
BROUGHT NATIONAL EXPOSURE TO THE ISSUE AND EDUCATED
COUNTLESS SHOCKED VIEWERS WHO LEARNED FOR THE FIRST TIME
ABOUT CLASS “B” DEALERS, THE PET THEFT INDUSTRY AND COMPANION
ANIMALS ENDING UP IN RESEARCH FACILITIES. APPROX 240 ANIMALS
WERE DIRECTLY RESCUED FROM THIS B DEALER’S FACILTIES BUT
THOUSANDS EVERY YEAR ARE SAVED BECAUSE OF THIS INVESTIGATION.



DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAM SERVICE THREE

ADVOCACY & MEDIA OUTREACH:

IN 2003, LCA CONCLUDED A 15 YEAR INVESTIGATON INTO CLASS “B”
DEALERS AND HANDED THE CASE OVER TO THE U.S. ATTORNEY*S OFFICE
WHICH PROMPTED THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE
(USDA) TO CHARGE THE LARGEST AND MOST NOTORIQUS CLASS "B"
ANIMAL DEALER WITH MORE THAN 100 VIOLATIONS OF THE ANIMAL
WELFARE ACT. THIS WAS THE FIRST TIME A U.S. ATTORNEY’S OFFICE
TOOK ON AN ANIMAL RIGHTS CASE. LCA’S SIU UNDERCOVER
OPERATIONS OBTAINED OVER 70 HOURS OF FOOTAGE AND PROOF OF
HORRENDOUS ABUSE AT THE “B” DEALER’S PROPERTY. IN 20035, THE SAME
DEALER WAS FINED THE LARGEST FINE EVER IMPOSED BY THE USDA AND
HIS LICENSE WAS PERMANENTLY REVOKED. IN 2006, CIVIL AND CRIMINAL
CHARGES WERE SETTLED AGAINST THE “B” DEALER. THIS PRECEDENT
SETTING CASE IS A BIG WIN FOR THE ANIMALS AND HAS SET CASE LAW.
DUE TO THIS FEDERAL FELONY CONVICTION, THIS B DEALER CAN NO
LONGER VOTE, BEAR ARMS, HAVE ANY DEALINGS WITH ANIMALS IN ANY
WAY AND MUST REPORT TO A PROBATION OFFICER. OTHER “B’ DEALERS
ARE STILL OPERATING UNTIL THE PET SAFETY & PROTECTION ACT IS
PASSED IN INTO LAW,

EACH YEAR ON FEBRUARY 14TH - VALENTINE’S DAY — LCA’S PET THEFT
AWARENESS DAY IS HELD TO EDUCATE CITIZENS ABOUT THE NEARLY
TWO MILLION COMPANION ANIMALS THAT ARE STOLEN ANNUALLY AND
SOLD TO RESEARCH LABORATORIES MAINLY BY CLASS “B” DEALERS
WHERE THEY ARE TORTURED, ABUSED AND KILLED. IN 2007, MORE THAN
250 ANIMAL PROTECTION ORGANIZATIONS NATIONWIDE JOINED LCA IN
HOSTING INFORMATION TABLES AND ORGANIZAING SPECIAL EVENTS TO
MARK THE DAY.

L.CA HELD THE FOURTH ANNUAL PUPPY MILL AWARENESS DAY (PMAD) IN
SEPTEMBER 2007 IN LANCASTER COUNTY, PA, KNOWN AS THE “PUPPY
MILL CAPITOL OF THE EAST COAST.” THIS ANNUAL EVENT, ATTENDED BY
200-300 PEOPLE, SPONSORED BY LCA AND ADOPT-A-PET, SEEKS TO END
THE CRUEL BUSINESS OF PUPPY MILLS BY EDUCATING THE PUBLIC
ABOUT THEIR DEPLORABLE CONDITIONS AND TO ENCOURAGE PEOPLE TO
ADOPT ANIMALS THROUGH RESCUE ORGANIZATIONS AND SHELTERS.

LCA’S ONGOING CAMPAIGN, “ELEPHANT SANCTUARIES - NOT CAPTIVITY!”
IS AIMED AT CLOSING DOWN THE CURRENT ELEPHANT EXHBIT AT THE
L.OS ANGELES ZOO AND TO STOP A NEW EXPANDED EXHIBIT FROM BEING
COMPLETED. MAYOR VILLARAIGOSA TEMPORARILY STOPPED THE
FUNDING FOR THE ELEPHANT EXHIBIT RENOVATION IN 2005 PENDING THE



RESULTS OF AN INDEPENDENT REPORT THAT RECOMMENDED THE
ELEPHANTS STAY AT THE L.A. ZOO, AND TO INCREASE THE SIZE OF THEIR
